THE HOLY EUCHARIST
Have you considered the miracle we have in the Eucharist? Before our very eyes, and in the depths of our hearts, Our
Lord becomes truly and fully present.

THE SACRAMENT OF BAPTISM

How are you living out your Baptismal vocation? In
Marriage?

DEVOTIONS AT ST. MARY

EUCHARISTIC ADORATION

THE HOLY ROSARY

Catholics are sometimes misunderstood in their devotion to
Mary, our Blessed Mother. While all Christians pray to
God, we as Catholics have a tradition of asking Mary to
join her prayer to ours, in intercession. Our Rosary comes
out of that tradition. We encourage you to pray the Rosary
personally, and we invite you to pray the Rosary, here with
us, every Thursday after 8:00am Mass, in the Chapel.

STATIONS OF THE CROSS

The Stations of the Cross began as the practice of pious
pilgrims to Jerusalem who would retrace the final journey
of Jesus Christ to Calvary. Later, for the many who wanted
to pass along the same route, but could not make the trip to
Jerusalem, a practice developed that eventually took the
form of the Stations of the Cross currently found in almost
